An approximation to her work.
In everyone there is an interior place, a secret space where creativity throbs like a mysterious heart, creating wonderful parallel realities for our life. This creativity allows each one to live that magic side of his existence in the most desired inner freedom and the most enjoyable gratification. To enable this to come about in a manner that satisfies our needs, we must listen to the beats of this impalpable heart and go along with the seduction that we feel coming from it. In this way, what is inside us is soon shown to the world around us and is realized in the infinite transformations of our life and in the tangible results of our actions.
This mysterious intimate creative space finds its broadest and highest dimension in the vocation (in the Latin sense of a “calling” to a destiny) embraced by the artist when he recognizes himself in it and makes it the fundamental reason for his existence. This creativity is a secret and luminous world, quite unique and different from one artist to another, where, parallel and in relation to the real world, each artist lives by feeding on his own visions and trying to express them to humanity through the work he produces. And when we look at that work and feel attracted by it, something stimulates in us the ability to tune into that secret world of the artist and this in some way gives us the ability to recreate that same work.
This is exactly the point of view from which we should look at the paintings by Lara Campiglia, a young artist who, through her works, reveals an inner world dedicated to a most interesting aesthetic research. Anyone who stands in front of these works cannot fail to see their particular nature which may certainly be compared to a kind of chromatic kaleidoscope through which the artist offers the spectator a multitude of perspectives looking onto the enchanted world of an imagination allowed to run wild in every direction. They are the fragments of an earthly paradise lost and regained, the works that Lara weaves magically on the painted surface which thus becomes the litmus paper of a deep dream transformed into reality in the daylight.
Lara Campiglia’s paintings are thus transformed into a kind of window looking onto the inner worlds she frequents in that secret creative area, in which her specific creative course as an artist is accomplished: a reversed window, through which the world looks into the intimacy of the home rather than being observed by the person who lives there. 
In this way what was secret becomes clear, what was unknown becomes known, brightness is mixed with shadow, light and matter are permeated with an unceasing cosmic boiling, as we can see in many of Lara's work where the color is declined in every possible tone of light.
The materiality of some paintings is transformed by the artist into a throbbing agglomerate, made of changing flakes of light, which shine and immediately fade, then shine again like the breath of a supernova.
But in the poetic style of this artist we also find a subtle dimension, woven with the material of dreams and sentiments that shine like a diamond crystal, made of the glare of noonday light and sunsets, perceived through blinding lights and flashes of the soul. 
Lara's whole aesthetic journey seems to be recomposed in the balanced composition and light chromatic effect of a visionary.
Yet this re-composition is merely temporary, for Lara Campiglia immediately begins again to explore the flashes, fluorescence, counterpoints and melodies which, originating from the secret realm of creativity that we already mentioned, open onto ever new territories to which she is drawn by her vocation as an artist.
